Anthropology distinguishes itself from the other social sciences through the strong emphasis
placed on ethnographic fieldwork as the most important source of new knowledge about society
and culture.

Many
anthropologists return to the same field throughout their career, to deepen their understanding
further or to record change. Although there are differences in field methods between different
anthropological schools, it is generally agreed that the anthropologist ought to stay in the field
long enough for their presence to be considered more or less ‘natural’ by the permanent
residents, the informants, although they will always to some extent remain strangers.
